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Alumnae Chapter Best Practices
Local and Long Distance Collegiate Support:

· Serve as advisory board members to local collegiate chapters

· Write letters of recommendation for collegiate members for recruitment/internships/jobs, etc.

· Hold a joint event to celebrate Founder’s Day with the collegiate women

· Volunteer during collegiate recruitment events

· Donate items/money during recruitment

· Outreach to parents; invite them to alumnae events

· Invite collegiate members to a couple alumnae events a year

· Create goodie bags for the women during recruitment, finals, etc.

· Host Hall of Commitment

· Host a Career Day

· Provide scholarships/Life Loyal memberships

Foundation Support:

· Auctions 

· Galas, wine tasting events, silent auctions

· Contribute to scholarship funds

· Selling of items

· Distributing education materials about the foundation at chapter events, new member folders, newsletter, etc.

Membership Outreach:

· Use of social media: Facebook groups, twitter, LinkedIn, etc.

· Website: Including – message boards, photos, executive board contact information, philanthropy involvement, Alpha Chi Omega history, etc. 

· Quarterly newsletters to chapter members: Including – chapter, collegiate and panhellenic events.

· Yearly newsletter to all alumnae members in the region and collegiate chapter members

· Save-the-Date cards for all large events

· Email and phone trees

· Evites for all events

· Update directory once a year to include name, birthday, contact information, initiation year, etc.

· Holiday parties

· Day groups: mommy and me, lunch club, day activities

· Night groups: dinner dates, movies, art shows, etc.

· Sending notes, flowers, and birthday cards to members who have babies, birthdays, death or illness.

· Membership drive once a year – contact all alumnae in the area through email, survey, phone call, etc.

· Personally calling members who have not renewed their membership

· Hosting a membership social for new, potential and current members.

· Create a new member packet to give to potential and new members.

· Give out packets at membership socials, Hall of Commitment, etc.

Promoting Alpha Chi Every Day (PACE):
· Contribute articles/photos to the Lyre, local media, etc.

· Support/volunteer at local organizations that support the national philanthropy

· Celebrate Hera Day by wearing badge attire to work 

· Partner in events with local collegiate chapters

· Members are actively engaged in community groups: Junior League, Habitat for Humanity, PTA, etc.

· Involvement in the local area panhellenic group

· Invite “panhellenic” sisters to Alpha Chi Omega events

Communication:
· Taking advantage of the internet through Evites, emails, website, Facebook, twitter, etc.

· Distribute an updated directory to all chapter members

· Twice monthly “update” emails to members

Promoting the Fine Arts:
· Hosting fine art groups: book clubs, music clubs, art clubs, etc.
· Celebrating Hera Day with a presentation on the fine arts and a fun activity

· Attend/volunteer at a local symphony orchestra events

Sisterhood:
· Support younger collegians through resume assistance, job seeking skills, etc.
