Young Alumna Award

On January 6, 1995, the National Council approved the establishment of an award for outstanding service to Alpha Chi Omega by young women who have been initiated in the past 12 years. There are many young women in this age range who are dedicating their service to our collegiate and alumnae chapters. They deserve recognition for their service, but are often not able to compete for the Alumnae Appreciation Award because those candidates have so many more years of service on their Alpha Chi Omega résumé. The Young Alumna Award gives the women who have been initiated in the past 12 years an opportunity for special recognition.

The National Council is presently seeking nominations from collegiate chapters, alumnae chapters, and individual members for this award. All nominations must be received by February 1ST.  Criteria for this award are that the woman 

must have been initiated in the 12 years prior to the nomination and that the woman has given outstanding service to Alpha Chi Omega on the local level, in several of the following areas: member of a collegiate chapter advisory board, member of a collegiate chapter house corporation /property management team, officer of an alumnae chapter, actively involved in support of a collegiate chapter, altruistic project, and/or in community activities in the name of Alpha Chi Omega, submits recruitment information for prospective members, and participates  in  the  alumnae  Panhellenic.
